I am writing to invite you all to the Kapiti Ballet Society screening of Mao's Last Dancer.  This year is the 25th Anniversary of our annual Dance Festival & Competition which we hold at the Southward Theatre in the July school holidays.  To raise funds we have having screening of Mao's Last Dancer at the Shoreline Cinema in Waikanae next Wednesday 17 March. 
 
You may remember that Li Cunxin's autobiography of the same name was a bestseller when it was first published in 2003.  
Mao's Last Dancer was adapted into a 2009 feature film of the same name by Australian director Bruce Beresford and writer Jan Sardi. It had its debut screening at the Toronto International Film Festival on 13 September 2009. 
 
Li Cunxin’s autobiography told of his barely credible journey from poverty-stricken peasant childhood in rural China during the Cultural Revolution to becoming one of the West’s leading classical ballet stars. Bruce Beresford’s stylish adaptation captures the epic simplicity of Li’s story — astonishing luck coupled with a fierce determination — and stirs strong emotions about love of family, country, and personal freedom.  With many passionate and colourful dance sequences expertly choreographed by Graeme Murphy, the film is a must for dance aficionados and a strong arthouse contender.
