EXPLANATORY NOTES
Branch Meetings are held on the 4th Tuesday of each month (except December) from 7 pm research help and supper, 7.30 pm main session; Kapiti Community Centre (KCC), Ngahina St, Paraparaumu.  At each session there is an opportunity to share family history queries and seek help.
Wednesday morning help sessions are held every week from Jan 13 through to mid December, 10am to 12 noon at the Alison Procter Family History Centre (APFHC), 1st floor, Public Library, Rimu Road, Paraparaumu. Facilitators on hand. Open to the public.
Research sessions for members only, alternate during autumn and winter months from a Wednesday (1pm-3pm) to a Saturday (10am- 12noon) at the APFHC.  These are designed to help members become familiar with the facilities, books, microfiche, CDs and internet, using their family history quests as examples. Volunteers are on hand to lead you through the processes. 
User and Interest Groups.  These groups are open to all members and some have a regional membership. You don’t have to join separately as they are an integral part of Branch activities. They cover specialist topics with speakers, demonstrations and an opportunity to share interests. Some have a small door charge to cover costs. 
Computer Friendly Genealogy Group (CFG) meets 2nd Mon Feb-Dec 7.30pm, KCC.  Its aim is to help with using computers for genealogy whether it is internet access, storage of data or getting the best out of this tool. This is not for computer “experts” and caters for all levels of experience.
Family Tree Maker Users Group (FTMUG) meets quarterly at the KCC for those using this genealogy software programme, learning how to maximise the capture and presentation of your family history data.
 Kapiti New Zealand Legacy Users Group(LUG) meets on the last Saturday of every second month from February (earlier meeting in December), 12.30pm to 4.30pm at the KCC, for those sharing experiences in using this genealogy software programme.

Australian Interest Group(AIG) meets every 3rd Tues of the month at the APFHC for those researching ancestors across the ditch.
