at the Supper Room of the Memorial Hall, corner of AŌtaki Street and Mill Road, next to Ōtaki library.


Speakers will be Grant Robertson, Chairperson of the Timebank steering Committee, Deirdre Kent, secretary and Miriam Richardson, webtrainer.

Thanks to the generosity of the Ōtaki Community Board we finally have our website up and running, and our first members registered, oriented and ready to go. Someone new is joining every day and the first trade has occurred", said Deirdre Kent.

A timebank is a circle of people who help each other. Help someone for an hour and in turn allow yourself to be helped. Its kaupapa is that everyone's hour is valued the same - one hour. 

You will learn what a timebank is, how it is different from other charities in that everyone can do something for someone else, even if it is joining in a working bee, providing companionship or walking a dog. You will learn that people of all ages and stages can join, that organisations can work out a huge variety of arrangements with the timebank for mutual benefit and that it is great for those anyone who wants a sense of being needed by others. It is great for our wellbeing. You will learn about the safeguards we put into place, as people go into each other's homes. You will learn how the software works and how you can join, even if you haven't got an email address. It is a great place to teach others a skill, or to learn a skill. It's a great place for jobs like helping someone who has a broken arm in their home, helping with the things they need doing, and having your account be credited with Hours.
