Tips and Inspiration 
 

Catherine Scollay, Arts & Museums Development Officer at KCDC, says this year 
there was an explosion in the number of artists wanting to exhibit over the Arts 
Trail weekend. There’s an “electric connection firing across the district”, she 
says. 
 
Every year KCDC receives feedback on the Trail, and there’s one thing that is 
always mentioned - the range of calibre on offer. “There are some more amateur 
artists and they’re putting on a really good show. We’ve got blue spots in the 
brochure for artists with working studios to identify them. It’s a great opportu-
nity to talk to them about being an artist, and to see how they arrange their stu-
dios. Your mind receives different ideas when you’re in a different environment, 
like an exhibition space or studio.” 
 
Catherine’s tips for enjoying the trail? Take cash!  Some places may accept 
cheques and a few will have Eftpos. And don’t try to see everything – it’s just not 
possible. Choosing venues depends on your motivation for visiting; If you’re out 
to purchase then a bit of planning before hand will go a long way. Or if you’ really just want a good day out 
then see as much as you can. Concentrate on one particular region, or a particular genre of art.   
 
The Trail is on from 10am to 4pm on Sunday too -  it’s a quieter day around the region. Take your own 
map—and enjoy!
